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Social Mobility:

— Sorokin first introduced the concept of social
mobility in his book “Social and Cultural
Mobility.”Social mobility refers to the shift in an
individual’s social status from one status to
another.

— The shift can either be higher, lower, inter-
generational, or intra-generational, and it cannot
necessarily be determined if the change is for
good or bad.

Social Change:

Social change is the alteration of mechanisms

within the social structure, characterized by
changes in cultural symbols, rules of behavior,
social organizations, or value systems. Social
change can evolve from a number of different
sources, including contact with other societies,
changes in the ecosystem, technological change,
and population growth and other demographic
variables. Social change is also spurred by
ideological, economic, and political movements.
